Announcements:

Johnston Co. (Marilyn) – Brand new affiliate approved by the NAMI NC BOD on Sunday June ll.  Currently they are running two peer support groups, one in Clayton, one in Smithfield and hope to add two more.  They have a public education event planned for June 25 on domestic violence.  Deby suggested a joint NAMI NC NAMI Johnston Co. press release.  Everyone congratulated Marilyn on her fine work in organizing our newest chapter.  David Smith offered to be a mentor given his connection through his son who works at the Johnston Co. LME.  Marilyn suggested that we get information to the School of Social Work at UNC CH for help wanted, and for marketing purposes.  She’ll send Deby a contact or two.  
Halifax (John) Diane, his wife, has joined the five county LME board; Support group meetings occur 2X monthly.  Attempting to get Todd Flowers to come and speak about starting CIT; limited interest from law enforcement; Frank Edward offered to call with names from the Governor’s Crime Commission 

Moore (Judith) – Met July ll to begin planning a local Peer to Peer given that they had four who took the course.  May 31 had 60 people at a CIT introductory meeting, including the DA, ER physicians, law enforcement; will begin to meet monthly.  Pathways to Awareness in planning stages.

Cabarrus (David) – Had CIT kickoff a few months ago, in Rowan.  Follow up is occurring.  This chapter offers a weekly support group for around 20 every Monday night.  Concluded a successful F2F, two new prospects for teachers, and one prospect for facilitator trainer.  Invited to take F2F to a congregation

Wayne (Cathy) – Chapter meets Thursdays; she mentioned things are slow in Wayne Co.  Deby mentioned that we had a contract with Eastpointe for three F2F classes that we weren’t able to hold due to leader cancellation.  Deby encouraged Cathy to reach out to Brenda Piper to make sure that we have several backups for next year so this contract is realized fully- 
Consumer Council (Kent) – Urged Presidents to nominate a consumer council designee; mentioned that the two departing NAMI NC Board members Floyd McCulloch and Joe Donovan are both consumers so be thinking of consumer replacements.  

Wilmington (Stan) 90 attendees at recent legislative breakfast, including a legislator, city council member.  HUD grant for apartments in the works, also a WALK subcommittee.  Two F2F teacher graduates, 2 P2P teacher graduates as well.  

Deby reviewed the state agenda items listed in the minutes.  Some action items:

1. Ask your members if anyone would like to serve on the Life Plan Trust Board; meets in Chapel Hill quarterly

2. Ask your members if they would like to serve on the annual conference planning committee (Judith Krall volunteered, if minimal travel)

3. Ask your members if they would like to serve on the board, if so, notify Deby or Carol Matthieu.  Deby will ask Carol to set up something on the web site.

F2F Conference Call – Everyone reported that this had been very successful and helpful.  However, people said that no teachers were on the call, and no local coordinators.  Deby will check with Brenda to make sure the distribution list includes Presidents, teachers, teacher trainers, and local coordinators.  (Brenda this AM confirmed that in fact those groups were on the email distribution list, but she will take steps to make sure she has the right list again – it was so extensive it took several distributions)  We expect the call to have more participants over time, they had perhaps l0.
Discussion Items:

Regional meeting on media/press releases:  Is there a need?  Moore indicated no, they felt they did a good job with that.  Deby felt Rowan did a great job too.  But two others felt like it would be helpful.  If we do this institute, people will self select of course.

Changing format of Train the Teacher events:  We briefly discussed asking members if they’d be willing to host for two nights participants in training events, and how they’d feel about helping out with arranging church space and other free space.  Everyone liked the idea of holding down costs so we could have more training, and ultimately expand our programs more by being more cost effective.

We ran out of time for the discussion item for how to help affiliates get more support groups, how to best rollout peer to peer.
