
the NC Budget & Tax Center released a new report late last week that should be incredibly 

useful in the months ahead: a look at the regional jobs impact of state budget cuts.  Among the 

findings:  

• It’s not just public sector jobs.  A minimum of 42% of jobs lost in the state due to the 

state budget cuts will be in the private sector.  The Piedmont Triad region will see 60% 

of job losses show up in the private sector  

• The Research Triangle region will lose 9,200 jobs as a result of state budget cuts 

• The budget will damage rural Eastern North Carolina more than urban regions in the 

state: for every job the budget creates in Eastern North Carolina through tax cuts, it kills 

4.2 jobs, while urban Charlotte only loses 2.5 jobs from spending cuts for every job 

gained by tax cuts 

 

This is the first of more reports to come that will look at the local impacts of state budget 

decisions.
